Abstrakt

Nelegalnl dovoz odpadu patfil mezi klicové problémy odpadového hospodafstvi
v prvni poloviné roku 2006. Tento problém vsak méa nejen tak &asto vyzdvihovany
ekologicky aspekt, ale predevsim ekonomicky aspekt, ktery je viak v diskusi zamérné
opomijen. Diskuse se vénuje otdzkam zptisnéni preshrani¢niho pohybu odpadu, ale zcela
opomiji odpoved’ na otazku, zda ma regulace viibec smysl.

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Regulation or free trade with waste?

Abstract

From the beginning of the year 2006, the illegal transport of waste became the main
issue of the Czech waste management. There are not only ecological aspects of this
problem — as often mentioned in the print — but most of all there are important economic
reasons and consequences behind, those who usually are not mentioned in the emotional
debates. Mostly, there are calls for more strict controls of the waste transport, but the
question if such a regulation makes sense at all remains unanswered. The goal of the paper
s to prove that regulation of waste flows between states or regions is supported by weak
economic arguments and that only free market in waste disposal will lead to more effective
(and therefore mere environmentally friendly) waste management.
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
